Semantics and Features of the Folk Dance
of the Bulgarians from Banat

Abstract

The present study explores the historical background, cultural identity, and semantic characteristics of the folkloric dance traditions of the Banat
Bulgarians — an ethno-religious Bulgarian community formed as a result of migration processes during the 17th and 18th centuries. The paper outlines
the community’s origin, Roman Catholic affiliation, and long-term coexistence with Central European peoples, which significantly influenced its
language, music, and dance culture. Particular attention is paid to the specific choreographic structure of Banat dances, especially horo and rachenitsa
performed in pairs, a feature that distinguishes them from traditional Bulgarian folk dances practiced within Bulgaria. The analysis emphasizes the role
of Catholicism and Western European dance traditions in shaping the movement vocabulary, tempo, and symbolic meanings of these dances. Dance is
interpreted as a symbolic expression of harmony between the masculine and feminine principles and of the family as a fundamental social unit. The
study concludes by highlighting the Banat Bulgarian dance folklore as a unique and valuable component of Bulgarian cultural heritage, preserved and
developed outside the geographical boundaries of Bulgaria.
