First Concerto for Violin and Orchestra by Béla Bartok -
the Hidden Gem in the Violin Repertoire

Abstract

Béla Bartdk's first concerto for violin and orchestra, written in 1907 — 1908, is a little-known and rarely performed work of art in the contemporary
violin repertoire in Bulgaria. The purpose of writing this article is to introduce the work to a wider audience. Facts and written documents on the history
of the creation of the concerto, as well as some instrumental features and recommendations for its interpretation, are presented. It was written for the
violinist Steffi Geier — the woman with whom the composer was in love at the time. The concerto is in a two-part form that portrays two contrasting
characteristics of her personality. The first part recreates the idealized and gentle image of the beloved, and the second one — the audacious and virtuoso
violinist. There were some irreconcilable differences between Geier and Bartdk, due to which she rejected him. Under that circumstance, the concert
remained unperformed for decades. It became publicly known with its first publication in 1956 eleven years after the composer's death under the name
"opus posthumous". As the performer of the concerto, | hope that the promotion of the concerto through articles such as this one might provoke interest
in this masterpiece in the violin repertoire and encourage its more frequent appearance on concert programs around the country.
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
